Syllabus-Geometry

2. COME TO CLASS ON TIME and BE PREPARED TO LEARN. I will be following the school’s cut and late policy. Do not miss class—absences will result in you falling behind. (18 absences—loss of credit) (5 lates to class will result in a write-up and after-school detention).
3. Get to work immediately and quietly on the Do Now/Warm Up activity after the bell rings while I take care of attendance and the homework check. 
4. SIT IN YOUR ASSIGNED SEATS! No seat changes unless I give permission. I will be putting you in groups of 3 or 4, changing them frequently.

5. NO ELECTRONIC DEVICES (including, but not limited to, cell phones, I Pods or games) are to be visible in the classroom or the hallway. District policy will be enforced!
6. The School Uniform Policy will be enforced, including the wearing of ID’s.

7. Don’t leave your seat until I dismiss you. Waiting by the door before the bell rings is not permitted.

8. Students will BEHAVE in a PROPER manner. Talk only when permitted. Remain in your assigned seat unless you have permission to get up. (Throw papers, etc. away at the END of the period). Use polite speech and body language. Always raise your hand, as everyone deserves a chance to be heard. Avoid interrupting others when they are talking.

9. NO FOOD OR DRINKS are to be brought in the classroom. 
10. DO NOT CHEAT! Sharing on tests, quizzes and homework will result in a zero for both students involved.

11. Grades will be determined by tests, quizzes, & projects (60%), classwork, exit slips (35%) and homework (5%). DO YOUR HOMEWORK (Show all work) and KEEP GOOD NOTES. Failing to do both will results in poor performance on the quizzes and tests. Quizzes will be often, every 1-2 days. Tests at the end of each unit—usually 2-3 weeks. (No retakes for quizzes and tests).
