Hybrid Guidelines Expectations

All-Remote Guidelines and Expectations

e Students will be in Cohorts: Cohort A (Monday and Tuesday); Cohort B (Thursday and Friday)

e The first day for our Hybrid Students return in Cohort A is Monday, April 26, from 8:01am-1:03 pm.
e  The first day for our Hybrid Students return in Cohort B is Thursday April 29', from 8:01am-1:03 pm.
e  Students will have a shortened day with an ALL-REMOTE DAY every WEDNESDAY.

e Daily Screenings:
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We are asking that all families follow safety protocols and monitor their child’s health. Do not send
students to school if they are not feeling well.

Students’ temperatures will be screened daily upon arrival to the school building.

All students must come to school with a mask. Two masks will be provided for students.

All students are required to wear their masks entering the school building, during school time
(except when eating or drinking) and at dismissal.

e APPOITMENTS must be made in advance to see any staff member in the building. No visitor will be
allowed in without an appointment. A phone call to the school must be made for any emergency pick
up at least 15 minutes prior to arrival. Students will meet their family at the door. No food or drink
deliveries will be accepted during the school day. Appointments can be made by calling our main office
732-376-6060 or directly with the party intended.

e School Entrance
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All students will enter through designated doors. 5/6™ grade will enter at the main door. 7/8%
grade will enter through the Gym doors. Each door is equipped with temperature scanners.
Students will begin entering the building at 8:00 am

Students are asked to social distance while waiting outside. Cones and markers in the parking lot
will be set up for students to wait outside. 5/6 grade will wait in parking lot and 7/8 grade will wait
alongside, AltaVista Place.

e School Dismissal
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All students will be dismissed at 1:03 pm, following social distancing guidelines. They will exit
following outdoor traffic patterns out the nearest door.

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¢ Inside School Traffic Patterns

o The school has been marked with indoor traffic markings. Stairwells have been designated for up

and down use only.
e  Breakfast

o Breakfast will be offered in school. Students will be responsible for cleaning up after themselves

after they eat.
e Grab and Go Lunch

o Lunch will be provided as a Grab and GO Format. The Grab and Go Station will be found in the

front of the building at the door between the Gym and Main Door.
e Food Services for Remote Students

o The Food Station will be ready for Remote students as well beginning at 10am. The Food Station

will be found between the gym and main doors.
e Social Distancing

o The school has been marked for one direction movement. Stairways have been marked for up and
down direction.

o Students will move from class to class. They will be required to keep a 6-foot distance from each
other.

o PE classes will be conducted in the Gym. 6 feet of distance by students will also be followed.

e Classroom Protocols

o Desks have been placed 6 feet away from each other. Teacher stations have been marked in the
front of the room. Teachers are encouraged to stay in their area except for emergency or by need
basis. ICS teachers will also assist their students when needed.

o Students will wipe down their workstations before dismissal.

e Transportation

o Transportation will be offered to any student required to receive transportation. The Department

of transportation will contact any child meeting this requirement.
e Counseling Services

o Students will be offered a Google Form to make appointments to see their counselors.

o In emergency situations, social distancing protocols will be followed.

o Families are also welcomed to contact their children’s counselor for assistance with counseling
related issues.

e Nurse Procedures

o Aconvalescent room has been set up for students that may be exhibiting possible Covid symptoms
such as a fever. Students’ families will be contacted and asked to pick up students as soon as
possible if the student is displaying Covid related symptoms as determined by our health
professionals.

o Passes will be given to students when they request to see a nurse. Teachers will call the nurse’s
office prior to the student arrival for clearance to visit. There may be wait times if the situation is
not an emergency.

e Safety Drills
o  Drills will be conducted according to New Jersey State Safety Drill Policies.
e Discipline/Code of Conduct

o The Code of Conduct will still be enforced. It is imperative that all families acquaint themselves

with the District Code of Conduct.
