Color-coded progressions guide teachers 

toward selecting and adapting activities that 

support each child’s development and 

learning. Meaningful reports inform 

classroom practices and individualized 

instruction.



How you can help support your child at home 

● Engage in back and forth conversations with your child 
● Incorporate at least 15 minutes of movement into your day 
● READ or listen to a story everyday with your child!
● Use everyday experiences to reinforce math skills, language 

development, and literacy
● Encourage your child to use various writing tools to practice 

fine motor skills 
● Allow for your child to engage in imaginative PLAY!!!!
