                                        Bass Clef 
A  Bass clef is when 
instruments play and write 
low notes . For an example 
when pianos play a low 
note like a low C, ground G, 
and Bass C, ETC.

But when you put a whole 
group of sharps or all the flats 
together, it makes the key signature 
change.
