Teacher:  Dr. Vyas

Course Description:  
To use Geometry to assist to model everyday life. This is a course designed for students to enrich their understanding in mathematics.  There is a macroscopic focus on varied methods and manipulations.  This course will set a foundation for future applications in your specified fields of studies.  Topics include linear and quadratic equations, geometric shapes, transformation and trigonometry in real-world problems.

Course Objectives:  
1.  To use Geometry to assist to model real-world problems 
2.  Placing a strong foundation for higher-level mathematics courses.
3.  Extracting logical, quantitative, and critical thinking abilities, from students.

Attendance:  
Attendance is required for a successful completion of this course.  Students who have missed a class must provide a valid excuse for being absent.  

Tardiness: 
Students are required to be in class before the bell rings.  If a student walks in late they must provide a pass.  If a valid pass is not given at the time of their arrival they will not be permitted into the classroom.

Remember I should be able to understand your work, so work neatly. If you have difficulty with a homework problem, you may leave it blank and ask about it during office hours or at the beginning of the next class.
