Dear Shull School Families,

As you are aware from recent district communication from Dr. David Roman, Superintendent, and Dr.
Vivian Rodriguez, Assistant Superintendent, we are pleased to announce that February 5, 2021, the new
5-8 schedule will become effective. This was a monumental task that required careful planning and
preparation in a concerted effort to maintain the integrity of instruction, the developmental and
social/emotional needs of middle school students, parental requests, and contractual obligations.

This new schedule allows for a robust opportunity for students to participate in small group instruction
and enrichment sessions. The schedule provides additional opportunities for students to interact with their

teachers.

We want to take the opportunity to share some of the most important points regarding the new schedule:

Targeted, small group instruction will be embedded in the daily schedule.

On a rotating basis small groups will receive targeted core instruction by their content
area teachers during their elective periods, excluding of Physical Education.

On a rotating basis, all Elective Teachers will be partnered with identified classroom
teachers to provide literacy infused enrichment through their content specialty.

PLC time is allotted for teachers to participate in a Professional Learning Community, in
which they will plan together, take part in professional development, and make student
inquires and notifications to parents.

All students will be eating lunch at the same time. 10:42am-11:27am.

All new schedules will be delivered to students via their Google Classrooms by their
homeroom teacher.
