Independent Project-1st Marking Period

This project will account for half of your marking period project average. Below are several topics that we will be covering during the 1st marking period. You can choose any one of the assignments below to complete. You must complete each part of the assignment that you choose to receive full credit. Read each carefully before you choose your topic. I have provided you with what information you need to research and how to complete the assignment. All assignments are to be handwritten neatly, with no crossouts except for assignment 3 which is a powerpoint.
Assignment 1-  Socrates Time Police- Socrates is one of the greatest thinkers of the ancient world.

You are a police officer whose job is to capture criminals who travel back in time. Mr. Sinister has traveled back in time to kidnap Socrates and has erased his memory. Without Socrates’ teachings the world will be changed drastically. You are to write a creative story about your trip back in time to catch Mr. Sinister, save Socrates, and restore Socrates’ memory by reminding him of his lost memories. You should research the teachings of Socrates, his most famous students, their students, and the impact of his teachings on history. Minimum length is 8-10 paragraphs

Assignment 2-  Alexander the Great journal- Alexander is one of history’s most successful generals and one of its greatest leaders.

Imagine you are a soldier who served under Alexander during his conquests. In a series of journal entries describe your adventures. You should write a minimum of 5 journal entries that are 2 paragraphs long. These journals should have accurate dates of the time of Alexander’s life and include the following details: information about battle tactics/phalanx, the leadership of Alexander in battle, his methods of uniting conquered people, the Gordion Knot, and any other interesting information you discover about Alexander.
Assignment 3- Greek Art- Greece is known for its art and architecture. During Greece’s golden age it was a center of learning and artistic achievement.

Create a powerpoint slideshow of at least 10 pieces of ancient Greek art and architecture.  For each image write at least one paragraph describing how each reflects Greek ideals and Greek culture.
