Map Project

What Does Your World Look Like?


A Cartographer is a person who makes maps. The map project is an opportunity to channel your inner cartographer and create a map of your world! This map project is an opportunity to use your imagination, while using the geography skills we have learned in class. 

Your Task:


Imagine you have just discovered a new continent. You are to create a map that should guide visitors through this imaginary place. The map should be helpful to those guests who are coming to visit!


Keep in mind, this map does not have to be a map of a real place - BE CREATIVE! (Consider making a central theme. FOR EXAMPLE: LEOPARDVILLE) 

When creating your map, you will need to consider:

1. Who will live there?

2. What are some key geographical (oceans, volcanoes, mountains, etc.) features that make up your continent?

3. Where is it located on the planet? 

4. What is the climate or type of weather that your continent will have?

5. What specific states, towns, or cities will exist in this new place?  Label them.
6. The natural resources that your continent provides (ex. fish, lumber, oil)

Each map must include:

1. The name of your place

2. Map key/ legend

3. Compass

4. Longitude and Latitude Lines

5. 8 geological features - they must be labeled! 

· Symbols can be used to represent various objects (Forests, Deserts, Rivers, etc.)
