Roman Emperor Project
Essential Question- What effects did the Ancient Roman Emperors have on the development of Ancient Rome? What lasting effects did they have on the world?

Learning Objectives-  

· Interpret the reign of different Ancient Roman Emperors, how they came to power, and how their rule came to an end. 
· Develop a poster that provides information about your Emperor. Make sure that it highlights information about them, such as how long they ruled, and what important events occurred during their reign. 
Background Information-  

We have discussed the history of Julius Caesar and the effects of his reign. Now we are going to look at a variety of different emperors who also played a role in the Roman Empire. 
Main Focus of Your Project-

-What makes this chosen emperor significant to the Roman Emperor?

- What are the key dates and events involving this emperor?

- Why is this emperor important in world history today?
Make sure to include the following information in your project:

1. A picture or illustration of your Emperor. It can either be hand-drawn or printed from the computer.

2. The years of his birth or death, as well as the years that he ruled Ancient Rome. If an exact year is not available, use any estimations that you may find. 

3. Make sure to include details of any of his family members or close friends that may have played a role in his life. 

4. Discuss any of their strengths or talents. (For example, talk about if he was a military leader or if he was an engineer.)

5. Mention about their personality traits and their strengths and weaknesses. (Were they often jealous or perhaps were they insecure? Were they greedy or were they generous?)
6. What were their hobbies or something they were known for? 

7. Also remember to include some symbols that may represent them. (This could be something that they created or something that they are known for.)
8. ABOVE ALL, make sure that your project is neat, attractive and colorful. 
Things to Remember!

-Remember to write your facts in your own words! This will allow you interpret the material and allow you to write your poster easier. 
-Use a variety of different sources to research your emperor. Do not rely on one source.

-Remember to incorporate pictures, maps, and different illustrations.
